5 stages each day we have rifle, pistol and shotgun side matches.  After the shooting on Saturday 

everyone enjoys a chili cook off and judges award the best chili in several categories.  Just when you 

think the fun is winding down we light a fire, heat up some apple cider and fill the air with campfire 

tales.   After dark when everyone has warmed themselves with cider 60 candles are lit in one of the 

bay ranges and we have a candle light shoot.  The targets are shadows in the night and the sights are 

only a memory but this is how the cowboys defended the herd from rustlers in the early hours of the 

morning.  Sunday finishes the match and while the score keepers are completing the scoring every-

one is enjoying a chili dog lunch.  The award wining chili is always the first to go on the dogs.  Tro-

phies and certificates are awarded to the match and class winners and another match is in the record 

books. 

 

 This year the cowboys were busy with range improvements.  Due to the range being flooded 

most of the year 12 more sections of boardwalk were completed finishing the entire shooting line 

with dry wood to shoot from.  The mine shaft was finished and I can tell you the Hollywood movies 

donôt due justice to the amount of smoke from black powder guns being fired in an enclosed space.  

After the first shot the targets are all but gone in the smoke.  Other milestones are receiving the occu-

pancy permit for the Town Hall, getting the deck and ramp built and getting two flag poles installed 

in front of the building.  Every one pitched in completing smaller projects, the ditches were cleaned, 

the berms were reshaped, targets were made and repaired, props were built and a concrete slab was 

pored to get the porta potty out of the mud.

BULLSEYE PISTOL ðAN INVITATION  

Bullseye pistol is back?   One would think so, considering how many new shooters are signing up. (not that it ever 

really went away) Also, an added benefit to the pistol fraternity is the return of several bullseye shooters who have 

returned to the fold after retirement and who are NRA qualified as sharp shooters  & experts, even one or two 

ñDistinguished Pistolò badge winners. The bullseye shooter can participate in open shooting with any allowable hand-

gun and ammo (no magnum) or participate in the Southeast Michigan Pistol Association  league where the DSC bull-

seye pistol team competes against other local shooting clubs.  This league runs until April 2010 at which time a ban-

quet is held. many awards, cash, trophies, door prizes, 50/50 raffle and best of all, wonderful  food and beverage. All 

are eligible to join the league and compete regardless of experience.   

    We also have an ñin house leagueò that shoots on Thursday nights. It is a .22 caliber match, if you prefer to use the 

same or larger caliber and just shoot along with the team, but not for score, you are welcome to do so. The calibers 

used can be any handgun from .22 to 45acp. An inexpensive .22 handgun to a full race tuned custom piece can be 

used just remember that the price of the gun doesnôt insure a win. Only concentration, technique, practice and the ad-

vice of your fellow shooters will help to do that.  

   If you prefer not to shoot in a league (or prefer two hand hold, Bullseye isnôt the only game in town) or just want to 

practice, build your own skill and confidence, no problem. Just show up and sign in either as a member or a guest. 

Bring your own guns and ammo. DSC has targets on hand . The pro shop has ammo available at reasonable prices. 

   On weekends, and Friday mornings, the indoor range is open from now until the cold has disappeared and then we 

can shoot at the outdoor range. The ranges are open to all shooters for at least 4 hours on Saturday and Sunday. There 

is a small fee charged to members and little more for guests and the general public. The range is supervised by NRA 

certified range officers. Details, range rules, and complete information  on the DSC web site. 

   Joining the DSC has many advantages, not the least of which is reducing your cost to shoot! Practice at a commer-

cial range is between $10.00 and $15.00 per half hour plus the cost of targets and a long wait for range time.  DSC 

members pay only $6.00 for the four hours or more . A huge savings if you like to shoot a lot.  Advice is often avail-

able from other shooters who may be more experienced or familiar similar firearms.  

After a day of shooting all are welcome to the clubhouse to hoist a brew or enjoy a burger and pop. Bullseye shooters 

are a friendly bunch and banter ranges from hunting lore to politics to guns, equipment, scopes, ammo, etc.
