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Cowboy Action

 The third Sunday of June was a beautiful day for a cowboy match.  Fifty cowboys and cowgirls enjoyed a day 

on the range.  Congratulations to J.J. Longley for being the top Rocky River Regulator cowboy. 

 The next cowboy match will be August 22, 2010.  The Rocky River Regulators are having a Tee shirt match 

August 8th.  So find your craziest Tee shirt and some short pants and come to the cowboy fun match.  The fall cowboy 

silhouette match will be held September 18 at 12 noon after the cowboy committee meeting.  The cowboy two day 

match will be held September 25th and 26th this year.  So schedule a cowboy day and bring the family see how the 

cowboys lived 140 years ago. 

Cowboy Rodeo 

 The rodeo was not originally a sporting event, but an integral part of cattle ranching in areas of Spanish influ-

ence.  In fact it was important enough to merit legal status in California.  The ñRodeo Regulation Actò (April 3rd 

1851) stated that every stock farm owner shall be obliged to give one yearly general rodeo.  Incase you havenôt fig-

ured it out yet the  ñRODEOò was the name the Spanish used for the yearly round up of all cattle for branding and 

separating the cattle for each ranch. Since the beginning of time whenever men got together there was always a com-

petition to determine the most skilled at his trade.  Cowboys were no different.  

 Many cities in the US clamed to have the first Rodeo but history records Pecos New Mexico as the first site of 

the Rodeo as we know it today.  Trav Windham was well known for his skills driving cattle from Abilene Texas to 

the Hashknife ranch near Pecos.  Trav Windham is known as the first rodeo rider.  The first rodeo had about 12 par-

ticipants.   Trav Windham may have been the first but Morg Livingston was the best.  He won the first rodeo event 

which was steer roping. Morg beat Travôs time of 22 seconds but Morgôs time has been lost to history. Bill Pickett 

was the first cowboy to bulldog a steer.  His unique method was to bite the steers upper lip while twisting the steers 

head to bring down the steer.  The first woman to participate in a rodeo was Tillie Baldwin who also bulldogged 

steers.   

 The first attempt to organize rodeo as a spectator event was in 1912 by a group of Calgary businessmen who 

hired American roper Guy Weadick  to manage and promote the first ñStampedeò.  That name never became popular, 

rodeo prevailed.  In 1936 under paid cowboy rodeo performers formed the ñCowboy Turtle Associationò to negotiate 

better pay and working conditions for rodeo cowboys.  In 1945 the name was changed to ñRodeo Cowboy Associa-

tionò.  Today the rodeo has evolved into a professional event featuring both working cowboys and professional rodeo 

riders and the prize money has increased into the millions of dollars for large rodeos.

Rifle Range Safety Officers, please keep a third eye on muzzle angles and the down range to be sure 

rounds are not hitting high above the target backing material (ground up tires). R.O. s please always phone call 

the Business Office first, before coming out to the range to shoot during non-open or non-public shooting hours. 

The range is rented by many law enforcement agencies during specific hours. Even if they are not shooting train-

ing activity is occurring with exclusive use. If you are not familiar with locking or unlocking the storage sea con-

tainer please, ask for help. To unlock the unit take both handles on the right hand door first and pull them to you. 

Do the opposite to lock it closed. You must use both handles locking or unlocking, at all times. If you try to use 

just one handle you risk jamming or bending the door. If you open both doors, always lock the left hand door first. 

You must again; use both handles on both doors. An NRA Range Safety Officer training class that is required for 

RSO candidates is scheduled at the club house on the August 30 & 31, 2010 another will be held on October 24, 

2010 also at the club house. The next DSC rifle range safety officer orientation class also, required for RSO can-

didates will be held at the rifle range building on September 26, 2010. Current certified Range Safety Officers 

who need to take the DSC Rifle RSO refresher class required every two years, may sign up for one scheduled on 

August 29, 2010.
