The First Cowgirl  

 

Now letôs talk about The First Cowgirl Lucille Mulhall.  Born in 1885 in St. Louis Missouri Lucille 

is celebrated as the first cowgirl.  After seeing her ride at the Mulhall ranch Teddy Roosevelt told her 

if she could rope a wolf he would invite her to his inaugural parade.  She came back three hours later 

dragging a dead wolf behind her.  Lucille was known as a world champion roper, Americaôs greatest 

horsewoman and the only woman who ever roped steers competitively with men.  Although 

ñcowgirlò was in use many years before she was born, few would argue that she was the first to give 

the word national meaning.  In her teen years she worked as a cowhand along side the men on her 

fathers ranch while her sisters played with dolls.  On the rodeo  

circuit  she earned  the  title  ñChampion Lady Steer Roper  of  

the Worldò.  Later in life she performed in the Miller Brothers 

Wild West Show.  She  retired in  1922 to the family farm and 

was  killed  in  a  car  accident  in  December  1940.  She was  

Inducted    into  the  Rodeo  Hall of  Fame  in  1975  and   the  

National Cowgirl Hall of Fame in 1977.
