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Cowboy Action

The cowboys have had two matches since the last P&K article. First on May 22 was a beautiful
day and 39 cowboys and cowgirls competed for first place. Faygo Kid took first and J.J. Longley
was a close second. Then on June 5™ 23 cowboys tried their hand at the relatively new wild bunch
match. Mow Guns edged out J.J. Longley for first place.

Some cowboys ride horses, what is Cowboy Mounted Shooting?

Cowboy Mounted Shooting is a competitive equestrian sport that requires the riding of a horse to
engage balloon targets with blank ammunition. The blanks are loaded with black powder. The
burning black powder will break a balloon out to 20 feet. As in regular cowboy shooting the com-
petitor engages the targets with two handguns and a rifle. If a shotgun is used for the stage the
loaded gun is handed to the mounted competitor at the starting line and is the first firearm used.
The stage is started by riding through the timer beam, engaging the balloon targets with shotgun
then rifle placing both in a scabbard when empty. The hand guns are drawn from a holster and
fired at balloons then re-holstered when empty. Then the horse and rider break the stop beam to
complete the stage and record a time. Sounds easy but keep in mind that most of the time the
horse is required to be running and following a preset course. The competitor must guide the
horse through the course of fire and hit the targets. This makes using the sights vary hard if not
impossible on some of the old guns with pore sights. All you need to get started is two handguns
with holsters, rifle and shotgun with scabbards, horse and saddle, pickup truck with horse trailer,
barn and several acres of pasture land. And you though regular cowboy was expensive.

Many
shooters use a six shot revolver firing .38 Specials while others use 9mm, .40, or.45 caliber semi-autos. A mini-
mum of 4 speed-loaders or magazines are required. The shooting positions used in PPC are: standing unsup-
ported, standing with barricade support using first the left then right hand, kneeling, sitting, and prone.

NO MAGNUM OR HIGH SPEED AMMUNITION ALLOWED. EYE AND EAR PROTECTION IS MANDA-
TORY. SAFETY RULES WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.

We will shoot a total of Eight (8) scores, with final League standings based on the best 6 of the 8 scores. Cash
awards will be given following the end of the season and will be based on any points accumulated throughout the
season. We use the Lewis system to award points, so shooters of all skill levels have a chance to earn points.

For beginning/CPL/basic handgun users: who want to use and get some practice while using their carry
weapon, ammo, and holster as well as yourself to find out how everything works together...this is very impor-
tant! Your life depends on it!

If a SHTF event happens---- EVERYTHING HAS TO WORK! POSITIVELY!!!!

Equipment needed for Basic Defensive Pistol Practice:
The self defense pistol/revolver that you use, a Strong side holster that covers the trigger that will be at your

strong side at the 3 o’clock position. Ammo needed 150+ rounds-you can use less if not enough ammo is avail-
able.

We will discuss handgun topics regarding basic usage. An orientation will be given to all new shooters to make
sure presentation from the holster is safe for all. During this time we evaluate a shooters skill level and coach
more if more practice is needed. And then we discuss range commands and safety issues here at DSC.

This practice will not use competition time or scoring, But we do encourage marksmanship! We only use a
timer to start the planned shooting course of fire. We practice shooting from cover, shooting on the move for-

ward and back, right to left and shooting in transition diagonally left to right and right left. We practice malfunc-
tion drills and how to clear them. We also on occasion set up a stage similar to IDPA a let you see how well you
do in a situation.

You are NOT required to attend all the practices. You can show up anytime between 5pm and 7pm and get the
orientation, but the sooner you are here the more practice shooting you will get J !

We use International Defensive Pistol Association rules (go to www.idpa.com for more info) to establish a
safe range and conditions to keep every one safe.

At DSC Safety is our main concern! Even though we use IDPA rules, we want to take the pressure of com-
petition out of the way so you can learn the basics safely.

Remember Concealed Carry is a serious responsibility! It’s up to you to get the practice you need to keep
your skill levels sharp!
